Coordinator and lead teacher for these classes is 
Heather Flinner, a paramedic with Shreve EMS 
and a certified ACLS, BLS instructor with the 
American Heart Association.  
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A note from the 
Director of Youth &              
Children’s Ministries : 

Jr. Church Parents, 
We are starting a new year and a new set of 
curriculum.  Our new curriculum will focus on 12 
different passages of scripture that students will be 
asked to memorize each month.  Each passage is put 
in to a song and we will be spending time each 
week on that months song/scripture.  I will have 
copies of those songs for anyone who would like to 
borrow a CD to help their child memorize the 
passage and to make it concrete in their hearts. 
Also we will be starting a new and fun incentive 
program.  Students will get a point each time they 
are present, bring their Bibles and can quote the 
scripture of the month.  After each week I will tally 
up all of the points that each student received and 
have a total for each category.  At the end of each 
quarter we will see if they reached their goal of 100 
students (for the quarter, I know that sounds like a 
lot but that averages out to about 8 students a week) 
75 Bibles and 75 memorization points.  Again, each 
week the same child will have a chance to add to 
their teams score.  Also we are trying to raise $50 
each quarter to go to the Haven of Rest Ministries in 
Akron to help young people like them.  At the end 
of each quarter, if they hit all of these goals, they 
will be rewarded with a Gym Day.  Meaning we 
will go to the gym during one normal Jr. Church 
day ( I will let you know when this will be the week 
prior so they can bring comfortable shoes.) 
Also starting next week, January 8th we will no 
longer be going downstairs at the end of Jr. Church.  
The curriculum we are using now is very fun and 
packed full of things to do.  So starting next week 
you can pick up your child that attends Jr. Church in 
the Old Sanctuary, which is where we start off at 
usually.  I thank you or all of your support and ask 
that your continue to make Jr. Church a priority.  It 
is a joy of work with your children and watch them 
grow in their understanding of who Jesus Christ was 
and why He is so important in our lives.
